Why is parent involvement important?
· It’s about the kids.  Research (e.g. Henderson & Mapp 2002) shows that families have a major influence on their children’s achievement in school.  When schools, families & community organizations work together to support learning, children not only achieve better academically, but also stay in school longer.

· It’s also about building relationships.  Parents feel more comfortable going into the school to advocate on behalf of their children if they already know the staff.

· All forms of parent involvement are important (from fundraising to drafting policies, we make a difference every day).

· Imagine what would happen in a SD if there were no PAC or DPAC.

· The collective voice is powerful.
